Health and wellbeing study underway for 

proposed new power station at Wylfa  
 

A study to assess any potential impacts on health and wellbeing has been 

commissioned as part of the proposed development of the new Wylfa 
Nuclear Power Station in Anglesey. 

 
A steering group has been established to guide the study, known as a 

Health Impact Assessment, made up of representatives from Public Health 
Wales, Betsi Cadwaladr University Health Board, Welsh Government, 

Wales Health Impact Assessment Support Unit, Isle of Anglesey County 
Council and Horizon Nuclear Power, the company proposing to build the 

new power station at Wylfa. 
 

A meeting of the Health Impact Assessment Steering Group took place on 

Tuesday 12 July 2011 to discuss the next steps of the assessment 
process.  

 
Andrew Jones, Executive Director of Public Health for Betsi Cadwaladr 

University Health Board, is Chair of the Wylfa Health Impact Assessment 
Steering Group.  

 
He said: “The steering group met last week to discuss the next steps of 

the Health Impact Assessment. We are currently at an early stage of this 
process which will involve engagement with local communities. 

 
“The assessment process uses quantitative, qualitative and participatory 

techniques to identify the potential effects on health, wellbeing and health 
inequities – both positive and negative – of the proposed development. 
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“Constructive suggestions in mitigation of any potential negative health 

effects will be made and opportunities to maximise beneficial health 
effects will be identified.  

 
“This is a balanced, scientific process which will be used to help inform 

decision-making. The process will not make decisions in relation to the 
development.”  

 
The full and final Health Impact Assessment report will inform the 

development process and will be made publicly available by Horizon 
Nuclear Power as part of its planning application and public consultation 

programme. 
 

Although a Health Impact Assessment is not a statutory requirement for 
current energy applications, Horizon Nuclear Power has responded 

positively to recommendations and has commissioned the study to 

identify any positive and potentially negative health effects and, if 
needed, appropriate measures for improvement.
